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HIDE-A-FLASH STROBE KIT
1. Since the strobe light headwill share the same reflectoras the headlight,brake light, or corner light,

make sure the strobe tube does not interferewith the proper operation of the currently existing lights.
2. After taking the "Composite"reflector assemblyfrom the vehicle, select a surface in the rear or bottom of

the "Composite"housingwhich is as flat as possible. Cut a 1-inchclearance hole for the strobe light into
the housing. Use the strobe light headgasket as a template to mark the locationof the two mounting
screws.

3. Mountthe power supply on a metal surface in a clean, dry location, using the power supply as a template
to mark the hole location. NOTE: Thepower supply base plate must be connected to chassisground to
reduce radio Interference.This power supply is NOT waterproof.

4. Stringthe 3-conductorcable (figureA) from the power supply locationto the remote strobe light head.
NOTE: The end of the 3 conductorcable with the closed tip terminals (malepins) are to be connected to
the strobepower supply, the open ended terminals (femalesockets) are to connect to the strobe light
head assembly.

Makesure the strobe cable is secure along the chosencable routing inside the vehicle to prevent it from
damage by chafing or stretching. When usedto connect strobe lights located in the front of the vehicle, such
as headlights,be sure to keep the cable away from engine hot spots.
5. Install the AMP 3 socket housingonto the end of the 3-conductorpower cable to be

connectedto the strobe power supply (see figure B). Connect this cable to one of the
strobe light outlets locatedon the strobe powersupply. Repeatthe installationinstructions
for the other remainingstrobe light heads.

6. Connect the powerconnectorsto the power supply. The minimum recommendedwire size
is 18AWG. Test the system.

, NOTE: This testing may be performed before securing the remote strobe light head assembly to the
mounting surface of the "Composite" housing assembly as described in section 2.
IMPORTANT WARNING...OBSERVE THE COLOR OF THE WIRES TO BE CONNECTED TO PIN
NUMBER POSITIONS as indicated in figure A, when connecting the AMP pins and sockets.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR NSTALLA TIONS USING HIELDED CABLE
On the end of the cable at the strobe head, cut the shield flush with the cable jacket. On the other end of
the cable, by the power supply, the shield wire is to be grounded to the vehicle chassis to reduce radio or
other communication system interference. ALWAYS KEEP THIS WIRE AS SHORT AS POSSIBLE
WHEN GROUNDING. If this ground shield wire is not to be installed cut it flush with cable jacket.

WARNING: Thestrobe power supply is a high voltagedevice, thereforedo not remove strobe tubes
or dismantlelight heads while unit is operating. Always wait ten minutes after turning off the power
before starting any trouble shooting work.

TROUBLESHOOTING:
BlownFuse:The powersupplywill blowa fuse if the inputvoltageis reversed. If this happens,first
locatethe wiringfault, andthen replacethe fuse with one of the samerating.

Erratic behavior (a'nd/or)shutdown: The power supply will shut down if there is a short circuit condition
on anyone of the strobe heads. If the electrical conductirs connecting the power supply to the strobe
heads are exposed to water a short circuit will result. The first sign is intermittent operation, followed by
complete shutdown of the strobe system. To find the short circuit, unplug all strobe head cables from the
power supply. Test one cable head at a time until the problem is found.
