HIDE-A-FLASH STROBE KIT

1. Since the strobe light head will share the same reflector as the headlight, brake light, or corner light, make sure the strobe
tube does not interfere with the proper operation of the currently existing lights:

2. After taking the “Compaosite” reflector assembly from the vehicle, select a surface in the rear or bottom of the “Composite”
housing which is as flat as possible. Cut a 1-inch clearance hole for the strobe light into the housing. Use the strobe light
head gasket as a template to mark the location of the two mounting screws.

3. Mount the power supply on a metal surface in a clean, dry location, using the power supply as a template to mark the
hole location. NOTE: The power supply base plate must be connected to chassis ground to reduce radio interference.
This power supply is NOT waterproof.

4, String the 3-conductor cable (figure A) from the power supply location to the remote strobe light head. NOTE: The end
of the 3 conductor cable with the closed tip terminals (male pins) are toc be connected to the strobe power supply, the
open ended terminals (female sockets) are to connect to the strobe light head assembly.

Keep in mind the following:

» Heads 1, 3 and 5 flash at the same time.

Heads 2, 4 and 6 flash at the same time.

Heads 1, 3 and 5 always alternate with heads 2, 4, and 6.

Install the AMP 3 socket housing onto the end of the 3-conductor power cable to be connected to the strobe

power supply. Connect this cable to one of the straobe light outlets located on the strobe power

supply. Repeat the installation instructions for the other remaining strobe light heads.

6. If you have purchased a pre wired switch harness, follow the included instructions. If your are wiring the system yourself
follow the instructions below and the diagrams on the next page.

POWER HARNESS:

» Connect the RED wire to battery positive (+) or a fuse panel circuit rated for at least 15 AMPS.
» Connect the BLACK wire to battery negative (-) or directly to vehicle chassis.
NOTE: Use the correct size wire for power connections. The length of the wires determines the size needed.
1 to 10 ft. use 18AWG wire.
10 to 20 ft. use 16 AWG wire.
20 to 35 ft. use 14AWG wire.
35 to 50 ft. use 12AWG wire.
The VIOLET wire controls HIGH/LOW power. Low power limits the ﬂash intensity for nighttime use. Connect VIOLET
TO+12/24 for LOW, leave VIOLET disconnected for HIGH.

CONTROL HARNESS:

BLUE: Enables Heads 1& 2 when connected to +12/24
GREEN: Enables Heads 2 & 4 when connected to +12/24V JHIT : i
YELLOW: Enables Heads 5 & 6 when connected to +12/24V WHITE + ORANGE Doubie Flash
WHITE + ORANGE: Selects the Flash Pattern as follows:
The White and Orange wires select the flash type according to this chart:

The Violet wire controls the LOW power function. Connecting Violet to +12/24 volts puts the power supply in LOW power
mode.

NOTE: If the Control Connector is not plugged in, or none of the Blue, Green or Yellow wires are connected to
+12/24V, there will be no output. (Since the unit is in shutdown mode IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR
INSTALLATIONS USING SHIELDED CABLE.

On the end of the cable at the strobe head, cut the shield flush with the cable jacket. On the other end of the cable, by the
power supply, the shield wire is to be grounded to the vehicle chassis to reduce radio or other communication system
interference. ALWAYS KEEP THIS WIRE AS SHORT AS POSSIBLE WHEN GROUNDING. If this ground shield wire is not
to be installed cut it flush with cable jacket.

WARNING: The strobe power supply is a high voltage device, therefore do not remove strobe tubes or dismantfe light heads
while unit is operating. Always wait ten minutes after turning off the power before starting any trouble shooting work.

TROUBLESHOOTING:
Blown Fuse: The power supply will blow a fuse if the input voltage is reversed. If this happens, first locate the wiring fault, and
then replace the fuse with one of the same rating.

Erratic behavior (and/or) shutdown: The power supply will shut down if there is a short circuit condition on any one of the
strobe heads. If the electrical conductors connecting the power supply to the strobe heads are exposed to water a short
circuit will result. The first sign is intermittent operation, followed by complete shutdown of the strobe system. To find the
short circuit, unplug all strobe head cables from the power supply. Test one cable head at a time until the problem is found.



To select a flash pattern;

Find desired pattern in the table. Connect wires marked

POWER to +12/24V. Leave all other control wires
disconnected.
