Model 12.6106 has 39 flash patterns. To change flash pattern, momentarily apply +12v to white mode wire.
Each time +12v is applied, the flash pattern will change. To set Default Random flash pattern apply +12v to white wire
for more than 5 seconds. The flash patterns are:
